Executive Board Report 

     The Association Executive Board met Tuesday eve-
ning, August 25 at the home of John Loesch. Present 
were John, Carla Hall, Liz Dorsett, Claudia Riedener, 
Bill Connolly, Tom and Mary Johnson, Dave Parker, 
invited guests Mary Boone and Emily Seaholm, par-
ents of Grant students. 

     An extended discussion took place to find how the  
student art show held during Art on the Ave could be 
done better for students, parents and the Association. It 
was agreed the school and the Association need to start 

in the fall to get ready for next summer and that better 
direct communication between the Association, parents 
and school staff must be maintained. In addition it was 
felt that the juried art show should take place before the 
school year ends but the entered art be displayed at the 
Art on the Ave. This discussion resulted from certain 
disappointments that were experienced with the relation-
ship and program for the 2008 AOA. Bill Connolly ac-
cepted responsibility of liaison with school staff and 
parents.

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Sixth Avenue Merchants Association 
Minutes of Meeting August 12, 2008 

President John Loesch opened the meeting at 8 
a.m. followed by introductions. 

In the absence of Treasurer Jack Brinkerhoff , 
John presented this financial report: $13,850 in the Gen-
eral Fund, $5700 in the Art on the Ave Fund. He gave a 
brief wrap of Art on the Ave: 86 vendors signed up, 2 
didn’t show up; we received generally good reports in 
the exit interviews; attendance may have been down a 
little but venders seemed satisfied. 

CLO Mike Field reported an increase in nuisance 
type crime. He said “chronic nuisance” abatement takes 
the CLO’s time. There are new code enforcement inspec-
tors in the area who are working on blight issues. He said 
police have a suspect in the Shakabrah vandalism, a 
known person. Sector is waiting for authorization and 
staff for bike patrols in the area. Re the noise ordinance: 
Jazzbones received the first violation. Re port protests: 
Not as bad as last year but all CLO’s were on duty there; 
10 arrests were made but no major violence. Department 
hiring levels are going up and recruiting is being done 
nationally. Diane Hagen reported substantial damage to 
her office by a vehicle; Herban Café reported windows 
broken, the suspect was seen but it took 30 minutes for 
police to arrive, questioned response time. CLO Field 
said there are 80,000 residents in Sector II and calls have 
to be prioritized by seriousness. He said there is a huge 
up-trend in catalytic converter thefts from autos. John 
Loesch reported two large flower pots stolen from out-
side his store. 

Sharon Winters spoke about Historic Tacoma Asso-
ciation. She said they are about preserving the city’s ar-
chitectural heritage and are interested in preserving sus-
tainable materials. Threats are tear-downs as property 
owners have lack of information about heritage build-
ings. The Association has workshops and lectures to pro-
vide information. She said there are issues with public 
policy and de-construction to preserve building materi-
als. They are working on a demolition ordinance; if 
passed the Historic Preservation office will review demo-
lition permits for buildings over 50 years old. She said 
everyone could stay in the loop through their website 
www.HistoricTacoma.net. She said there are tax assess-
ment incentives available for historic buildings. 

Bill Connolly presented a plaque to Cary Nilson, 
honoring his service to the Sixth Avenue Association.  

Liz Dorsett was presented as the new membership 
chair. 

Christopher List reported for the Cross District and 
said the Summer Social will be August 20 at the Silver 

Cloud Inn. Exit 133 will come to Sixth Avenue Septem-
ber 11 for a bocchi ball tournament. They have cancelled 
their open house plans for the district on 9/11 because of 
lack of funds. 

Claudia Riedener reported on the decorated plant-
ers. Said we are having real difficulty getting agreements 
with the City about placement. Said we needed to ad-
vance the artists now their $1000 each for art work on 
the planters, until we are reimbursed with innovative 
grant funds. 

Elizabeth Glass of UPS spoke on their October Sus-
tainability project, “The Live Green Challenge”, a resi-
dence hall vs residence hall competition to promote sus-
tainable living practices and reduce the campus’ overall 
carbon footprint. She asked for sponsorships. John 
Hickey said the University has retrofitted one house to 
something like Enviro House and will have an open 
house to spread the word in the city on how to remodel 
houses for sustainability. 

Claudia Riedener raised a question about having 
city recycling cans on the Ave. 

City Councilperson Lauren Walker said we have a 
“fabulous Farmers’ Market”. Said tax shortfall is the 
pressing thing about next year’s City budget projection. 
Also said Tacoma has not been hit as hard as some other 
places. 

City Councilman Jake Fey thanked the Association 
for providing a way he could knock Lauren into the 
Dunk Tank! He said the City budget will be a challenge 
on the capital side. He said to keep our expectations low 
and, “everything we touch — do well”. He and Lauren 
are working on a sustainability ordinance and making a 
smaller carbon footprint. He said an open space ordi-
nance is coming through and also that mixed use zoning 
may not affect this area. Said Council work load in-
creases toward the end of the year. He said the Sales Tax 
income is less than expected but that the B & O tax in-
come is up. 

John Toler reported on the Farmers Market. Said 
the vendors are happy. Also said we need more volun-
teers for the weekly tear-down of the market area at 7:30 
p.m. 

Jane Wekell-Pulliam asked for $5 each from any-
one who will give to be used for school supplies for 
needy children. She also moved that the Association 
match the total of gifts up to $100. Motion seconded and 
passed. 

Bill Connolly reported that the date and place of the 
Fall social will be announced at the next meeting. He 
also announced that UPS students will be doing a 
cleanup of the Ave. Fifteen students will work on August 
25 and 15 on the 28th. They will be cleaning up from 
State to Proctor.
